Rules and Regulations 
 
 
 

1. Laws of the Game 
 
The competition shall be conducted in accordance with the existing laws of 
the games as approved by the Federation Internationale de Volleyball (FIVB) 
and adopted by the Volleyball Association of Singapore (VAS). 

 
 

2. Representation 
 

2.1  Registration of players 
 

a)  Each team can only register 12 players. Should one of the players in 
the team be injured half-way through the game, an immediate 
substitution is allowed.  

 
b) Should one of the registered players in your team be not able to 

participate in the tournament, due to various valid reasons (i.e. 
overseas trips, disaster, etc.), you are to inform the convenor before 
the commencement of the tournament.  

 
c) The details in the official registration form must be filled accurately 

and completely. This form must be signed by the Team Manager 
before submitting to the SMU latest by the closing date of 
registration. 

 
d) In case of any team fielding an unregistered or suspended player 

during a match, the Organizing Committee shall award the opposing 
team a win by walkover. 

 
e) The Organizing Committee has the right to cancel the registration of 

any player violating these rules and regulations and to prohibit that 
player from playing for the team in which he/she represents. 
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3. Eligibility 

 
(a) Matriculated/registered students from the Universities pursuing full-

time degree or diploma courses are eligible to participate. 
 

(b) The release of the final year result shall be used as the cut-off date 
to determine a student’s eligibility to play for the institution 
concerned. Students are reminded to bring along matriculation 
cards or any other form of identification which certify their eligibility. 
Failure to do so would disqualify the player from being fielded 
in the match.   
 

4. Competition Rules 
 

a) Besides the existing regulations, this tournament will also abide by the 
rules and regulations of FIVB. 

 
b) Should any controversial incidents occur which are not stated in the 

regulations, the Organizing Committee will be responsible for 
settling the dispute. Any decision made by the Organizing 
Committee is final. 

 
c)   Teams shall concede a walkover if they fail to turn up 15 minutes 

after the scheduled time of play and all games will be null and void.  
 

 
5. Competitions Format 

 
The games will be conducted in the form of round robins. The losing team 
will be awarded 1 point while the winning team is awarded 3 points. 
 
a) Should there be more than 2 teams have equal group points, the  
   position of these teams shall be established in the following order: 
 

i. The ratio of sets for and against 
 

ii. The ratio of points for and against 
 

iii. The ratio of sets for and against 
 

iv. The ratio of points for and against 
 

v. In case of cancellation due to unforeseen circumstances, the match 
shall be replayed if possible. If not, a toss of coin shall decide the 
Result.

c) Teams shall concede a walkover if they fail to turn up 15 minutes after 
the scheduled time of play and all games will be null and void.

All appeals are to be made with the presiding tournament director no later 
than the end of the match concerned.

b. The Organizing Committee has the right to alter the scheduled time and 

dates of the tournament if necessary. Participating teams will be 
informed of the changes. 

 
c. The Organizing Committee reserves the right to reject any registration 

at its own discretion.
